A study conducted by The Federal 
Reserve of St. Louis concluded that 
household income and education are the 
leading indicators of level of financial 
literacy.

MUSC followed the U.S. Financial 
Literacy and Education Commission 
recommendations (2020) by providing 
1:1 financial counseling and financial 
education tailored to the student 
population.
