M. Boyd Gillespie is Professor and Chair of Otolaryngology-Head & Neck Surgery at the University of Tennessee

Health Science Center. He is a graduate of Johns Hopkins University School of Medicine, where he completed a

residency and fellowship in Otolaryngology-Head & Neck Surgery. Dr. Gillespie earned a Master’s in Clinical Research

and is board certified in Otolaryngology-Head and Neck Surgery and Sleep Medicine. He has published over 150

academic papers, including the New England Journal of Medicine study of hypoglossal nerve stimulation for sleep

apnea. He is the editor of the textbook Gland-Preserving Salivary Surgery: A Problem-Based Approach. Dr. Gillespie is

a former Director of the American Board of Otolaryngology-Head & Neck Surgery (ABOHNS) and a current member
of the otolaryngology section of the Accreditation Council for Graduate Medical Education (ACGME) and Vice-Chair

of the Southern Section of the Triological Society.

orn in Maryland, Dr. F. Johnson Putney was a graduate of Furman
B University. He attended medical school at Jefferson Medical
College, where he also completed pathology and medical/surgical
internships. While serving a preceptorship with Dr. Louis H. Clerf, he
also studied anatomy at Harvard Medical School. He finished residency
at Manhattan Eye, Ear and Throat hospital and continued there as a
faculty developing his specialty in head and neck surgery and was a

diplomate of the American Board of Otolaryngology.

Dr. Putney served in the United States Army in World War |l and
received the Meritorious Service Award. After the war, he taught and

practiced at Thomas Jefferson Medical College and other Philadelphia
hospitals. Fortunately for Charleston and MUSC, he joined the faculty in the
Department of Otolaryngology in 1967 as Professor of Otolaryngology.

A founding member and first treasurer of the American Society for Head and Neck Surgery,

Dr. Putney also served as President of the American Broncho-Esophagological Association, the American
Laryngological Association and the South Carolina Otolaryngology Society. He has held offices in numerous other
societies, including the American College of Surgeons, and is well known for his editorial abilities. The author of
more than 100 articles and book chapters, he has been Guest of Honor of the ABEA and the ALA. Dr. Putney is a
recipient of The Newcomb Award and was elected an Honorary Fellow of the American Society for Head and Neck
Surgery in 1996. Dr. Putney died December 2004. He is survived by three sons, a daughter and five grandchildren.
